Reflection

To define the coming of the "Consecrated One of the Lord", who
will mark the beginning of the liberation of the people, the prophet
Micah uses an enigmatic expression: "Until the time when she who
is to give birth gives birth" (Mi 5:2). Thus, the liturgy, which is a
privileged school of faith, teaches us to recognize that the birth of
Mary is directly related to that of the Messiah, Son of David.
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Jacob begot Joseph, the husband of Mary, from whom Jesus was
born, called Christ" (Mt 1:16). The discontinuity that exists in the
scheme of genealogy is obvious: it does not read "begotten", but
"Mary, from whom Jesus was born, called Christ". Precisely in this
we can appreciate the beauty of God's plan which, respecting the
human, makes it fruitful from within, making the humble Virgin of
Nazareth spring the most beautiful fruit of her creative and
redemptive work.
