© On Pentecost the Holy Spirit came upon the first dis-
ciples. e Laying on of hands and anointing are signs
of the Holy Spirit’s presence. ® In Confirmation we
become more like Christ and are strengthened to
be his witnesses. e Preparation is an important part
of Confirmation.

© Confirmation leads us from Baptism to the
Eucharist. ¢ In the Sacrament of Confirmation, we
are sealed with the Gift of the Holy Spirit. ® The
gifts of the Holy Spirit help those who are con-
firmed. ¢ Confirmation calls those anointed to live
out their Baptism as witnesses of Jesus Christ.

@ In the Eucharist we celebrate and receive Jesus
Christ. ® The Eucharist is a memorial, a meal, and
a sacrifice. ® We recognize Jesus in the breaking of
the bread. e Jesus is the Bread of Life.

@ The Introductory Rites bring us together as a com-
munity. ® During the Liturgy of the Word, we listen
and respond to the Word of God. ® During the
Liturgy of the Eucharist, we pray the great prayer
of thanksgiving and receive the Body and Blood of
Christ. ® The Concluding Rite sends us out to be
the Body of Christ to others.

@ Jesus teaches us to pray. ® We are called to pray
daily. e Sacramentals are a part of the Church'’s
prayer life. e Catholics have a rich tradition of spe-
cial practices and popular devotions.

® Advent is a season of joyful expectation and prepa-
ration for the coming of the Son of God.

@ The season of Christmas is a time to rejoice in the
Incarnation.
